Administration [VWFA] pregrams completed profects aeross the United States to help our nation recaver from
the tough econamic conditions of the Great Depression.

. Wwomen were puffo work, building necessary infrastuciure and fusling local economies.
%0, Many of these praojects were on cur nation’s military instellations. These workers
and the resources constructed by them have made significant contributions fo
the history of the military and cur nation.

During the 19303, many military sifes began with CCC or WPA
involvement. Military fraining camps, such as MacDill Air Force
Base [AFB] in Florida, McChord AFB in VWashingion, Kirtland AFB in
New Mexico, and Camp Edwards in Massachusetts, were initially
constructed as VWPA projects. Camp David, the Presidential refreat,
was created from an existing WPA camp, Camp Hi-Catoctin, in the
Catoctin Recrectional Demonstration Area.

In the winfer of 1932-33, the United States foced the grectest economic challenge mn
its century and a half hisfory. Beginning with the stock market crash three years earlier,
the global economy had spiraled info deflalion and nalionwide unemployment rafes had
jumped from 3% in 1929 fo a sfaggering 25% in 1933, In the presidential election of
1932, the country chose Franklin Delano Roosevelt to lead the nation out of these traubling
fimes. FDR's first goal was to put Americans back fo work and revive their confidence
damaged by the economic crisis.

The Mew Deal comprised a series of government programs in two phases meant to
| restore the American economy and finoncial insfituions, provide project to employ
1 outobwark Americans, and support American agriculture. FDR Instituted the first phase

to the millions of unemploved Amercans. A year earlier, more than five million young
bl renwere unemploved, including large numbers of World War | veterans. These men
roamed the country looking for work, relying on handouts.

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*VHAT IS THE CCC?

The Emergency Conservation Work [ECW) Acr of 1933 established the agency that would become
known as the CCC. It gave the president cuthority to establish o chain of forest camps where
unemployed young men weuld help profect and improve our nation’s millions of ccres of forest

land. The initial call planned for 250,000 "boys” to be enralled by 1 July 1933, To join, they
had to be unemployed, between 18 and 25 years old, unmarried, and come from families on
relief. The ncme was officiclly changed to the Civilian Censervation Corps by act of 28 June

1937, esiablishing the CCC as an official agency within the federal government. The new

CCC agency placed o stronger emphasis on education and vecational fraining than had the
ariginal ECW forest comp agency.

CCC camps were composed of allwhite, altblack, or infegrated work crews of unemployed
males, Allblack and integroted companies weare wypically assigned to military installations,
particularly those n te West, and not o projects located In municipal crecs, On 14
April 1933, the federal government authorized an enrcllment of 14,000 Amearican Indians
because of chrenic unemeloyment and soil eresion on the reservations. These men sfoyed
on their reservations and lived at home under the jurisdiction of the Office of Indian Affairs.

Due to severe
unrest and Mems\oymen‘ amang the vetarans, o pzrﬂc\ solution to the p'oz\ems was the enmollmant of vetarans in their cwn
conservafion camps. By 4 July 1933, approximately 275,000 youths, LEM, American Indians, and veferans were enrolled
in the CCC.

The CCC was supperted by and involved with many
existing federal agencies. Under the War Department, the
LS. Amy crganized the CCC training and deploymenr
camps for ecch sfate on military installations and oversaw
the maintenance and operations of the camps. Need
and population quotas defermined who ang how many
men were fo be selected. The Department of the Inferior
cooperated in the supervision of the CCC comps in
national parks, on Indian reservations, and in the
teritories of Alaska, Hawail, and the Virgin Islands.

The War Department was associated with both the CCC and WPA, but in different ways. The War Department had a
major organizational role in the fraining and deployment of the CCC within each state. Not surprisingly, the CCC was
highly structured and hierarchical like the military. The CCC was organized as nine Corps district offices following the
division of the U.S. Army, plus a tenth office established later to cover camps in Alaska and Hawail. Each district had o
statewide CCC organization with fraining and deployment camps located on a military base. These CCC camps were
at the foundation of the quasimilitary, hierarchical CCC organizations. Navy and Army leaders from the ¥ar Department
were responsible for the physical maintenance of the camps and the enrollees as well as fiscal matters, health, supplies,
shelter, transporfation, communication, and cooperation with the U.S. Office of Education. Young men were enrolled and
frained in semi-skilled labor af the camps on military installations befare being distibuted to work camps elsewhere. At
lecations like the Army’s Fort Huachuca in Arizong, enrollees at the temporary CCC raining camps occupied tent plattorms
or wood frame baracks. Once enrolless had passed physical training requirements, learned bosic construction skills, and
been instilled with the quasi-military structure of the CCC, they were sent ouf to work camps specifically ormented foward one

of avariety of projects at a national park, national forest, or agricultural lands. In addition
fo the training and enrcllment camps, some military installations had CCC work comps
sfationed on site as well. Fort Huachuea and Fort Sill in Cklahoma had been home fo
Buftalo Soldiers so 1t 15 not unexpected that the all-black CCC camps were stationed at
these posts. Enrollees of the CCC camps af Forts Sill ond Huachuea also constructed
projects such as drainage ditches and landseaping that are evident today.

With the WPA, the ¥War Department acted as the sponsoring federal agency for
WYWEA projects planned fo improve military faciliies. Beginning in 1935, Congress
authorized the construction of seven Army Air Corps [precursor fo the Air Force) bases
and depofs. These were predominantly constructed using funds apportioned through
the YWPA. During the lafe 1930s and certainly the early 1940s, CCC and WWPA
resources Increasingly supported the military. Work was devoted to constructing new
insfallations, new airfields af local arrports, auxliary fraining areas, and armories.
Other installations saw many improvements with projects funded by the YWPA.
These included the construction of new facilities ar new infrastructural expansions fo
accommodate increased electrical, water, or fransportation needs.

The fraining and deployment camps on the military installations serve as the primary
ossociation between the military and CCC. These camps were consfructed os
temporary sites, usually with tents or wood frame barracks housing the enrollees.
Intially, mast CCC prajects involved farestry, the construction of recreational
faeilities, and soil ercsion control. Because CCC enrollees were usually unskilled
labor, they initially worked on simple projects, such as road grading, land
clearing, and ditch digging. On these projects, the enrollees leamed skills they
could apply fo other projects once they were deploved ebewhere in the state.
As defense needs increcsed, additional camps were established on military
installations fo perfarm work on site. Because of the temporary nature of the
camps, few remnants of the CCC camps exist foday on military installations.
Some housed enlisted men during the World War Il troop buildup but were
demolished offer the war. A few CCC work camps remain on former national

Mast of the CCCconstructed resources that still exist on military installafions are infrastructural improvements such as lined
drainage ditches, culverts, roads and bridges, ranges, and recreation features. Generally CCC projects were constructad
with local material by local craftsmen who taught basic skills fo ond supervised the CCC enralless. Records of the CCT

o

describe the CCC projects generally s “sitework,” "infrastructure,” "ditches,” “landscaping,” or “roadwork,” which makes
the CCC project harder o Identify than WPA projects. Consequently the specific resources that the CCC constructed on
military installations are harder to 1dentify definitively than WEA resources.

In some cases, CCC resources constructed non-military projects on lands that later became established military installations
or that are presently used by the military. Flood control levees, agricultural ditches and canals, and grazing and other
improvements were consfructed as local CCC projects sponsored through various Federal agencies, such as the Department
of the Inferior or the Department of Agriculture. ¥With the postwar and Cold YWar expansion of military installafions, some
installations acquired additional land with existing CCC resources. Consequently there are some CCC resources that were
originally constructed as local projects but now exist on current military lands or property now used by the military.

Recognizing the importance of military aviation to the nation’s defense, in 1935 Congress authorized the construction
of seven air bases and depofs at Fairbanks, Alaska (Eielson AFB, active]; Cgden, Utah [Hill AFB, active|; Westover,
Massachusetts (VWestover AFB, active]; Mobile, Alabama (Brookley AFB, closed in 1969); Tampa, Florida (MacDill AFB,
active]; Puerto Rico [Ramey AFB, closed in 1973); and Panama [Howard AFB, closed in 1999). The Army Air Corps
received no direct approprictions for the construction
of these facilities but relied on WPA funding and
labor fo make these bases o reality. Six bases were
eventually constructed in the United States and Fuerto
Rico using WPA funding [Howard AFB in Panama
did not use YWPA funds). Each project employed
a variety of skilled and unskilled laborers as the
clearing of land and construction happened virtually
simultaneously. Ab some locations, sawmills had to
be erected to mill the trees felled trom clearing fo
make lumber for building construction. Aside from the
seven new bases established in 1935, many ofher
military installations were constructed from the ground
up with the help of WPA funds. McChord AFB in
Tacoma; Washington; Fort Guemsey in ¥vyoming;
and Fort Indianfown Gap in Pennsylvania are but
three examples of the many across the nation.

As the country focused its efforts on recovering from the economic crisis, the ¥War Department’s budget to maintain
and imprave military facilites drapped from 1935 to 1932, WEA funding helped to make up some of the gap
by supporting neaded improvement project on military bases. WPAfunded military projects helped the local
economies of communities near military Installations by utilizing the local labor force. Typical resources built by
the YWPA ranged from training faciliies, such as small arms and artillery ranges, fo housing and administrative
buildings, to infrastructural improvements. Many ¥WPA projects also focused on the recreation and entertainment
needs of the nation's growing force of soldiers. Gymnasiums, base theaters, and sporting venues were constructed.
Nerval yards expanded fo accommadate the projected increases of o wartime navy and production of ships and

In 1934, the United States had 244 armories acress the counfry. By 1942, YWPA projects had renovated more
than 500 of the existing armories and constructed more than 400 new
ones. The expansion of armories served fwo purposes: fo encourage and
facilitate recruitment and training of national guardsmen, and fo provide
communifies with @ large communal meetng space for non-military purposes.
While the WEA suggested that new armories should follow "the newer
fendencies toward simplification in architectural style,” it ako dllowed for
variations in "available materials, tasfe, and community influence.” Some
state’s armories drew on local materials and building fradifions while others
used the popular architectural styles of the period such as Art Deco and Arf
Modeme. The horizontal emphasis of the Mademe style was sa prevalent
among Depression-era work projects that it 1s sometimes referred to as
"PYWA Moderne,” o reference to the Public Works Administrafion. Classical and Colonial Revival styles proved more

Art murals are a litle recognized and rare WPA 1esource on mililary inslallalions. Arlists were employsd under
the Federal Arts Project, administersd by 2
the WPA, 1o beaulify the inferiers of mililary
buildings with murals reflecting local history
and cullure. Earlier altempis had bean made
fo include arfisis in Federal reliel programs
under the Public Works of Art Project from
1233 to 1934 and the Treasury Deparlment
Section of Fainling and Sculplure. However,
the: crealion of the Federal Art Project in 1935
generaled over 5,000 jobs for arfists and
produced over 225,000 works of public art,
Perhaps the most enduring and best known
works preduced under the Federal Art Project
are murals decorating the Interiors of post
offices, schoals, and govemmenltal buildings
across he couniry. Arlisls were most offen put
fo work on mural projects in their home sfate
or surrounding region.

less recognized are the murals commissioned for newly constructed VWPA buildings on military installations. Some
remain in eriginal locations, while others have been fransferred 1o installation museums or art museums. Some may
remain in place undiscovered, painted over in later remodeling. Those documented fo date were often construcled
as large painltings or murals in frames thal were attached 1o walls. This made them easy to relocale elsewhere. News
arficles, lists of arfist works, archileciural drawings, and memeries and oral hisleries provide clues to the existence of
these murals. The murals for the military typically displey themes from America’s military histery, economic recovery
symbolism, or local cullural herilage. Murals on mililary bases typically involved local arfists and local schocls of
art. lew Davis al Forl Huachuca and the Kiowa Five at Farl Sill are bul lwo sxamples

WPA & CCC MILITARY RESOURCES

This guidebook of CCC and WPA resources on military bases includes a sampling of those resources extant on DoD installations
nationwide organized regionally. As such, the list is not inclusive and many other resources exist across the country. Many
WPA-built Netfional Guard armories, in particular, have been transferred to municipalities, where they continue to serve the
community, and are not included in this list. Those listed here were chosen to demonsirate a range in resource types and also
identify those that can be visited more eusily and have museums on the installation or nearby. Addresses, museum or buse
contact information, and webpage URLs have been provided as available. The guidebook has been divided info three regions:
west, central, and east. In the text boxes on each regional map are information about the CCC-WPA resources and history of
the installation, approximate location on the regional map, and photo of the resource.

A Note about Access: The exteriors of many of the resources are publicly accessible from the street, most notably the armories.
Many CCC and WPA resources are located on military installations that may require advance permission and/or escort for
access for security reasons. These access requirements vary from base to base, so please check in advance. We have included
those resources on bases with museums. The museum staff of each base may be able fo provide base accessibility information
and may be dble fo facilifate entry to the base museum. Not all of the museums interpret the history of the CCC or WPA for
those installations, but may be able to provide some information on CCC or WPA histories or resources upon request. It is
best to consult the museums on base directly to learn the specific policies for accessing the base, museums and the CCC-WPA

resources.
